Advantages versus Disadvantages of Chiropractic Treatments

It is common for people suffering from an injury in automobile accidents to experience back pain and muscle pain a few days after the accident.  In a rear-end collision a person’s body can be violently thrown in a position unusual to normal posture.  This whiplash effect can cause the muscles and joints of the back and shoulder and neck to hyper-extended.  The extra stretch or extension of these bones and muscles can cause bruising.  Sometimes the pain does not start to develop for two or three days after the accident.  

Chiropractic care can be helpful in relieving this type of injury and bringing the muscles and bones back into normal alignment and aid in recovery.  Normally a chiropractor will schedule periodic appointments.  During these appointments the chiropractor will administer various techniques and treatments.  The chiropractor charges for this service, sometimes based on each type of treatment the patient receives each time the patient goes to the appointments.  Sometime the appointments can be several times a week and then slowly reduced down to once or twice a week or two or three times a month.  


The insurance companies that analyze a person’s injury look at chiropractic care carefully.  You and your attorney must also look at this type of care and make sure it is only reasonable and necessary care.  

Some chiropractors have a tendency to over treat the patient knowing that there is an insurance company that is going to pay them for their services.  It is important that the chiropractic bills do not become too large and the treatment does not become unreasonable.  If this occurs, the insurance company is reluctant to pay for all these expenses and your recovery can be reduced by putting unnecessary and unreasonable funds into the hands of your chiropractor rather than your pocket.
