Definition of Personal Injury

Personal injury encompasses a large area of the law.  Generally speaking personal injury relates to injuries people receive by the negligence or wrongful acts of others.  These types of injuries can include car accidents, motorcycle accidents, injuries on the job, injuries from defective products or services and injuries caused by other individuals either negligently or intentionally.  There are other forms of personal injury but the ones listed above are the most common.  When a person is injured by the actions of another either intentionally or negligently, the injured party is entitled to be compensated by the person causing the injury.  Compensation usually involves money damages.  When a person is injured, it is impossible to reverse the injury.  However, an injured party can receive some relief through medical treatment.  A person that is injured is entitled to receive payment for his medical bills by a negligent or guilty party.  The injured party is also entitled to receive compensation for his or her pain and suffering that he or she suffered from the injury.  This type of compensation is over and above the repayment of the person’s medical expenses.  Sometimes the compensation is small because the injury is small and sometimes an injured party is entitled to a large amount of compensation because of the extent of the person’s injuries.  

An injury suffered from the negligent act of a doctor is a specialized area of personal injury called Medical Malpractice.  The laws and rules for litigating Medical Malpractice are more demanding.  Through the years the laws have changed in this area of personal injury to stop or slow down the filing on Medical Malpractice law suits that are not truly based on actual negligent actions of doctors and hospitals.
