Subrogation

Subrogation is a term sometimes used in the field of personal injury litigation.  Subrogation means that a company or corporation that makes a payment on behalf of an individual is entitled to reimbursement of that payment if the individual receives payment by someone else.  In other words, if you are injured in an automobile accident and your homeowners insurance or your health insurance company pays your medical bills, those companies are entitled to be reimbursed by the insurance company representing the wrongdoer if a settlement or judgment is entered against the wrongdoer.  If the person that causes an accident has insurance and, your medical bills have already been paid, for example, your company’s health insurance, then once you receive a settlement against the other driver’s insurance company, your health insurance company is entitled to be reimbursed for what they have already paid on your behalf for your medical bills.  This is called subrogation.  Sometimes your own insurance company that has made payments on your behalf can be contacted by your lawyer who is representing you in the personal injury claim and the lawyer can negotiate a lower amount of subrogation than originally required by your insurance company.  When your lawyer takes these steps and your insurance company agrees to a lower amount of subrogation, the result is additional funds being paid to you.
